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Prosecutors said his illness stopped short of legal insanity, and that du Pont killed Schultz because he was jealous because of the respect the
1984 Olympic gold medalist commanded in the wrestling world.

Defense lawyers said du Pont was a paranoid schizophrenic who fancied himself as the Dalai Lama, the Christ Child and other grandiose
figures, and believed Schultz was part of an international conspiracy to kill him. They said he could not tell right from wrong when he shot
Schultz three times.

Du Pont, a major contributor to amateur wrestling, sponsored the world-class Team Foxcatcher, which trained on his estate.

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Accused wife slayer patronized
prostitutes, was deeply in debt

NORRISTOWN, Pa. (AP) — A
man accused of strangling his wife
in their suburban home patronized
prostitutes, spent thousands of dol-
lars on exotic dancers and was
deeply in debt, according to court
papers filed Wednesday.

The allegations of infidelity and
questionable finances against Craig
Rabinowitz stood in contrast to the
picture defense attorneys painted of
the 33-year-old salesman as a hard-
working devoted husband, defended
even by his in-laws.

But long before police found his
wife, Stefanie, naked and lifeless in
a  water-filled bathtub, Craig
Rabinowitz ‘“‘engaged in multiple
infidelities during his marriage,”
Montgomery County District Attor-
ney Michael D. Marino said in court
papers filed Wednesday, asking a
judge to set bail for Rabinowitz at
$5 million.

He lied about his job status and
his employment history, has no ap-
preciable assets and is deep in cred-
it-card debt, Marino said. A bail
hearing is scheduled for May 15 be-
fore Common Pleas Judge Samuel
W. Salus II.

The Rabinowitzes had $300,000
dollars in mortgages on a house
they had bought for only $230,000,
according to the documents.
Rabinowitz took out the most recent
mortgage, the third, in February af-
ter his wife gave him special author-
ity to act on her behalf, Marino stat-
ed.

Rabinowitz has been charged
with choking Mrs. Rabinowitz, a
Philadelphia lawyer, in their Lower
Merion home late April 29 or early
April 30. A $1.5 million dollar life-
insurance policy Rabinowitz re-
cently took out on his wife was a
possible motive in the killing, pros-
ecutors said.

Rabinowitz denied killing his
wife. He told police he found her
with her head submerged in the
bathtub. Friends and family ex-
pressed shock in hearing Rabinow-
itz had been charged, saying he ap-
peared to deeply love his wife and
their one-year-old daughter, Haley
Sarah.

But at least six months before his
wife's death, Rabinowitz had ‘‘a re-
lationship with an exotic dancer’” at
Delilah’s Den, a ‘‘gentleman’s
club’® in Philadelphia, according to
authorities.

Rabinowitz ~ spent  between
$1,000 and $3,000 a week on the
unnamed dancer, buying her jewelry
and furniture, authosities said.

He visited Delilah’s Den at least
twice a week, according to the doc-
ument.

Years before, Rabinowitz was
ensnared in a Philadelphia District
Attorney’s Office investigation into
a call-girl service operated by a city
police officer.

Rabinowitz was given immunity,
and he testified that he had enter-
tained one prostitute in his home
four or five times in 1989 and 1990,
according to the court documents.

Rabinowitz had married Mrs.

Rabinowitz, his high school sweet-
heart, in 1989.

He had sex with at least two
other prostitutes in 1992, paying
$150 a session for a shower, mas-
sage and oral sex, Rabinowitz had
testified.

The women were part of a sev-
en-prostitute ring run by former
Philadelphia police officer Joseph
Kelly and his wife, Jane, according
to a Philadelphia law enforcement
official, who asked not to be named.

While Rabinowitz paid for atten-
tion from other women, the family
finances deteriorated, Marino said.

Defense attorneys had filed a bail
petition Tuesday that described
Rabinowitz in glowing terms.

The latex glove salesman
“supported and very much cared for
his wife and young baby,”” defense
lawyers said in their petition.

He was in the process of arrang-
ing a surprise 30th birthday party
for his wife and a first birthday
party for his daughter when Mrs.
Rabinowitz died, attorneys- Jeffrey
M. Miller and Frank DeSimone
said.

Mrs. Rabinowitz’s parents, Louis
and Anne Newman, ‘‘have ex-
pressed their total unequivocal fi-
nancial and emotional support of
Craig Rabinowitz,”” the petition
said.

DeSimone refused to address the
district attorney’s allegations, say-
ing the defense would answer them
in court.

DeSimone said he had not spo-
ken to Rabinowitz’s in-laws since
Marino’s revelations.
